TRAIN INFORMATION:

[ Twin sleeper cabins have a comfortable 2 seater lounge
for relaxing during the day and this converts to an upper
and lower sleeping berth at night. Ensuite facilities include
toilet, wash basin & shower.

Solo travellers are allocated a single cabin on the Indian
Pacific and The Ghan but please be aware these cabins are
smaller than the twin cabins. Single cabins feature one
foldout single bed and a hand basin. The showers and
toilets are located at the end of the carriage. Sole use of

a twin cabin with private facilities is available at extra cost.

Deposits & Payments:

A non-refundable deposit of $600 per person is required
together with a signed booking form within five working
days of making a reservation to secure your booking. Final
payment of the balance is required before 08 June 2012.

Cancellation Charges:
