RAIL ITINERARY

Day 1 - Singapore

The Eastern & Oriental Express
departs Singapore’s Woodland
Railway station mid-day.
Having been welcomed aboard
its gleaming carriages, you can
now settle into your cabin and
enjoy the passing scenery as the
train crosses to Malaysia via the
causeway of the Straits of Johor.
